The routes panel looks very good. 

The new timetable has just been published (effective from 16th May.) For the coast line it only 

shows trains as far as Machynlleth. I have been assured by TfW that through trains will 

continue to Birmingham International but I think it's worth raising at the meeting and ask 

whether the timetable could show the through trains to and from Birmingham as not all trains 

come up the coast. We caught the train last week and it only went as far as Mach - we had to 

get on the train from Aberystwyth. Ours was already packed and it was standing room only 

from Machynlleth (actually we changed at Dyfi Junction so managed to get a seat!) 

Worth mentioning yet again that our platform could do with some TLC - ideally a platform 

extension but I guess that's unlikely!
